Safeguarding and Welfare Requirement: Health
Providers must ensure there are suitable hygienic changing facilities for changing any children who are in nappies.

6.4 Nappy changing

Policy statement

No child is excluded from attending Cumnor Pre-school Nursery who may, for any reason, not yet be toilet trained and who may still be wearing nappies or equivalent. We work with parents towards toilet training, unless there are medical or other developmental reasons why this may not be appropriate at the time.

We provide nappy changing facilities and exercise good hygiene practices in order to accommodate children who are not yet toilet trained.

We see toilet training as a self-care skill that children have the opportunity to learn with the full support and non-judgemental concern of adults.

Procedures
· The child’s Key Person will discuss nappy/potty matters with the parent/carer when the child first attends Nursery.
· The Key Person will discuss what times and procedures are best for the child and when they think it is appropriate for potty/use of toilet training to take place.
· Where possible the child’s Key Person will be responsible for nappy changing, but another member of staff may be required to undertake the task. A record will be kept of each nappy change and the member of staff responsible. Only members of staff who have an enhanced DBS check will undertake nappy changing/assisting children in the toilet.
· If a parent/carer is on the premises for any reason, they may only attend to their own child in the toilet area, even if they have a close association with other children.
· Parents/carers will be asked to bring nappies, cream and wipes with which their child is familiar. (Nursery will keep a supply of nappies etc. for emergencies).
· Staff will monitor the need to change nappies on a regular basis, recognising that some children may feel constant checking intrusive and invasive.
· Gloves and aprons are available for staff to use - gloves are not always required for a wet nappy if there is no risk of infection, however, gloves are always available for those staff who choose to wear them for a wet nappy. Staff ensure they wash their hands before and after each nappy change. 
· The changing mat is cleaned before and after each child. Anti-bacterial spray is not used where residue may have direct contact with skin.

· Anti-bacterial sprays used in nappy changing areas are not left within the reach of children
·  All our staff are familiar with our hygiene procedures and carry these out when changing nappies.
· The staff never turn their back on a child or leave them unattended whilst they are on the changing mat.

· We are gentle when changing; we avoid pulling faces and making negative comments about ‘nappy contents’; we do not make inappropriate comments about the child’s physical development.
· Nappies are bagged and disposed of in the ‘Nappy Bin’ and emptied at the end of the day.
· We ensure that nappy changing is relaxed and a time to promote independence in young children.

· We encourage children to take an interest in using the potty/toilet when appropriate.
· We encourage children to wash their hands, and have soap and paper towels to hand.
· Older children access the toilet when they have the need to and are encouraged to be independent.
· We have a ‘duty of care’ towards children’s personal needs and ensure children are never left in wet or soiled nappies/pull ups or clothing while at Nursery.
· Staff changing children’s wet/soiled clothing wear gloves and aprons as appropriate.

· Wet or soiled clothing is put in a plastic bag for parents to collect.

· Babies and young children are changed within sight of other staff whilst maintaining their dignity and privacy at all times.
· All surfaces are disinfected at least daily.
· Toilets are checked regularly during the day by staff to ensure they have been properly flushed and are clean. Toilet seats are also regularly checked and sprayed with appropriate anti-bacterial spray using the cloths that are designated for the toilet area.
· Mops used to clean the toilet area are designated for that purpose only and kept separate from mops used for other areas. Colour coding helps keep them separate – blue bucket/mop.
· ‘Accidents’ which occur on the carpet area are sprayed with anti-bacterial spray and soaked up using paper towels which are then bagged up and disposed of.
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
